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Rock-fall
Kills
Worker On
Road

KATOOMBA, Mon-
day.—Kenneth Jos=eph
Cleary, 21, of Mac-
quarie Road, Camden,
was killed instantly this

afternoon when two
tons of overhanging
rock fell and crushed

him while he was mak-

ing a road at Went-

worth Falls,

Police believe the vibra-
tion of poeumatic drills
which Cleary and his com-
panion were using caused
the landslide.

Cleary’'s workmate, Eric
Ivor Pattison, 24, of Briogelly,
narrowly escaped the falling
rovks,

Ihe mien were emplayed
by the Kedumba Pastoral
Company dnd were working
on the construction of a stogk
route which leads into  the
boedumba Yalley.

Hikers apnd bushmen know
this rowte as the “grat track.”
It starts @t the end of the
King's Tableland and
descends tnla the valley,

Cleary and Pattison were
making the road around the
sile of & chiff, when the rock
crashed.
| Unable to make a lone
rescue, Pattson drove a jeep
over a treacherous road for
nearly four miles and tele-
honed the police and ambu-
llance from the CQueen Wic
ltoria Homes,
|  An ambulance from
'Katoomba was unable to pro-
ceed anv further than two
miles from the scene of the
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Constable H. White, of
Lawson, and ambulance offi
cer Harry Smith travelled on
foot with a strercher.

Two  doctors, Constable
Whire, Patuson, and rwo cvil-
ians loweprsd Smith on a rope
down the cliff side 10 where
the dead man was lying.

Smith took grave risks af
being crushed by a fresh fall
while he cleared rocks and
eirth away from the body.

With the body attached to
the rope, the party above
hauled it wp, while Smith
chimbed behind to steady i,

The party then carried the
body over rough road o
where the jeep was wailing.

Pattison drove the jeep for
twio miles over rough road,
and the dead man was trans-
ferred 1o the ambulince and
laken to the morgue.
